Products made with the above referenced Accurate Color & Compounding

concentrates, when used at the recommended let down ratios are considered non-heavy

metal colorants and are compliant with the ROHS Directive and contain less than the

maximum concentration value of up to 0.1% by weight in homogenous materials for

lead, mercury, hexavalent chromium, PBB and PBDE, and a maximum value of 0.01%

by weight in homogenous materials for cadmium. Materials and equipment meeting

these limits are considered, under these regulations, to meet the requirements for these

hazardous substances.

Products made with the above referenced Accurate Color & Compounding

concentrates, when used at the recommended let down ratios, are compliant with the

CONEG model legislation that sets forth concentration levels for lead, cadmium,

mercury and hexavalent chromium. Specifically 100 ppm by weight (0.01%).
